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Fire Devastates St. William Parish

In the early morning hours on May 1, a massive fire ravaged
St. William Catholic Church in Cashion, Ariz., near Avondale.
The church, which serves 1,000 families, the parish hall,
classrooms and foodbank are a complete loss. The foodbank,
led by the Society of St. Vincent de Paul, served 25 families or
more every week. Officials are working hard to determine the
cause of the fire.

This is a tight-knit community, many of whom have been attending the church for
decades. The aftermath of this fire is heartbreaking to the community affected. Families
of children preparing for baptism or confirmation, young couples preparing to be
married, will now change their plans. This community will look to the future as plans for
their parish come together.

While St. William Parish was fully insured, there will be other funds needed to assist the
staff and community to address unknown expenses and needs that will not be covered
by insurance. There has been an outpouring of calls from people across the diocese
wondering how they can help.

This loss is a tragedy, but we know that as Catholics, it is the people that make a

Church, not a building. We are all part of the universal Church—together as one body in
Christ.
